Eligibility
We welcome applications from artists at any stage in their career working in any media, along with people working in visual arts related occupations, including researchers, curators and writers. We also welcome applications from small visual arts connected development organisations.

We work hard to make sure that ALL artists have access to our services. Selection procedure

Applicants will be informed of the decision within two weeks of the closing date. Unsuccessful applications for a permanent studio at The Art House may be considered for a temporary space at one of our off-site premises or may by request receive feedback to strengthen their application should they wish to reapply.
Successful applicants will be invited to tour the building. This is an opportunity to consider the studio options available and discuss rates and facilities in more detail. Should there be no suitable spaces at that time, they will be invited to join the waiting list.
